THE HOST OF THE CONGRESS

The Norwegian University of Science and Technology (NTNU) is host of the NERA
Congress 2009. NTNU is Norway’s premier academic institution for technology and the
natural sciences, with equally strong programmes in the social sciences, the arts and
humanities, medicine, architecture and fine art. The University's cross-disciplinary research
results in innovative breakthroughs and creative solutions with far-reaching social and
economic impact.

The Faculty of Social Sciences and Technology Management has a research and teaching
profile that covers a wide range of subjects in a unique combination of social sciences,
humanities, technology and natural sciences. This broad academic spectrum allows for cross-
disciplinary collaboration and creative subject combinations. The research conducted at the
Faculty spans across multiple disciplines. Quality in breadth depends on co-operation with the
international community. An international orientation is one of the declared aims of the
Faculty of Social Sciences and Technology Management.

The Department of Education offers study programmes on all levels. The Bachelor degree
gives a full specialization (82.5 credits) which includes an overview of the basic themes of the
discipline. On the Master’s level we offer specialization in School Development, Special
Education, Counselling and Early Childhood Education. We also offer studies in Media
Education. The PhD programme and the Research School lead to a high level of research
competence and an academic career. The Department of Education has an active research
milieu which covers most areas of the discipline of Education.

Furthermore,
the Programme offers a variety of in-service training and further education courses for
teachers. The research at PLU reflects the significant position that the unit has between
NTNU and schools, through our particular responsibility for qualification for the teaching
profession. Our focuses are therefore in particular classroom-research and teacher’s work. At
our unit we have developed a cooperative model with 36 lower and upper secondary schools.
This partnership-model is also the starting point for our research activity. In addition to that,
PLU as one of the national leading teacher education institutions, also undertake research in
method and instruction in all the major subjects in school. As host for NTNU’s university
pedagogical milieu, we are engaged in a variety of research programmes in related topics,
aiming for a scientific profile based on innovation and critical reflection. A third major field
of research at PLU, is that connected to the University's Resource Centre for Education.
Research and development at PLU tends to be innovative and focus on aspects linked to
school practice and teacher education. PLU also offer opportunities for qualification in
research methods through its PhD programme and other qualification programmes.
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CONGRESS THEME

Literacy as Worldmaking — A Challenge to Educational Research

The NERA Congress in Trondheim 2009 will focus on literacy and on how educational
research may contribute to its promotion. Literacy is here understood as communicative
practices that shape the world we live in, determine how we read and write the world, how we
see, understand and shape the relationship between ourselves, nature and our communal life.
Literacy thus means empowerment for the individual and is a precondition for a functioning
democracy. Rather than being a means, literacy becomes the medium of self-invention and
self-definition.

The quality of literacy and thus of communicative practices are gaining importance as modern
society is faced with unprecedented challenges with respect to ecologically sustainable ways
of life, with respect to cultural diversity and with respect to a just share of rights and
responsibilities within society, between states and different parts of the world.

Irene Rizzini, Professor at the Pontifical Catholic University of Rio de Janeiro, Brazil
Director of CIESPI, International Center for Research and Policy on Childhood President of
Childwatch International.

Title of presentation: LITERACY AND WORLD MAKING: THE CASE OF CHILDREN
EXPERIENCING UNEQUAL CONDITIONS

Abstract: The development of rich communicative practices depends on many factors. These
include the broad context in which children grow up. Some children, throughout the world,
experience a poverty of connections with people and environments. This presentation explores
how certain environments inhibit the literacy that promotes rich self definition and
understandings of the world. It also describes attempts to promote the development of richer
discourses for children who live in situations of inequality. The challenge is to enable
children to be fluent in the languages that will support their full development and enable them
to participate in mainstream society.

Professor Irene Rizzini received her Master's degree at the University of Chicago (School of
Social Service Administration) and her Ph.D. in Sociology from Rio de Janeiro Institute of
Research (IUPERJ), Brazil. She is currently a professor and researcher at the Pontifical
Catholic University of Rio de Janeiro (PUC, Department of Social Work). In 1984, Professor
Rizzini founded the Center for Research on Children (CESPI) which has become the
International Center for Research and Policy on Childhood (CIESPI) at PUC. Professor
Rizzini is the President of Childwatch International Research Network (Norway). She also
serves as member of the editorial board of several journals, among which are Childhood: a
Global Journal of Child Research, Sage Publications, and the International Journal of Social
Welfare, University of Stockholm, Sweden and University of California, Berkeley, USA.

Professor Rizzini has been working for many years with a number of organizations that are
responsible for social policies and programs for children in Brazil and abroad, including
government departments with responsibility for children in the Federal Government of Brazil,
and several Brazilian state governments and municipalities, and a number of nonprofit
research and policy centers in Brazil and abroad.

Irene Rizzini held the visiting chair in Brazilian Cultural Studies at the Helen Kellogg
Institute for International Studies at the University of Notre Dame in 2006, and was appointed
a John Simon Guggenheim Memorial Foundation fellow in 2008. Professor Rizzini is the
author of several books, among which are: Globalization and children; The art of governing
children: the history of social policies, legislation and child welfare in Brazil; Desinherited
from society: street children in Latin America; The lost century: the historical roots of public
policies on children in Brazil; Images of the child in Brazil: 19th and 20th centuries; Children
and the law in Brazil- revisiting the History (1822-2000); Nifios, adolescentes, marginalidad y
violencia en América Latina y el Caribe: relaciones indisociables?




Roger Hart, Professor City University of New York

Title of presentation: PERSONAL GEOGRAPHIES: MAPPING AS A WORLDMAKING
TOOL

Abstract: How we mentally map the world and our place within it is a remarkably little
understood domain of literacy. But in an increasingly global and interdependent world, where
questions of sustainability and human use of natural resources have become paramount,
mapping literacy is a critical domain of human development. Where individuals place
themselves within greatly expanded spatial horizons is not just an interesting question of
personal identity. How we develop our capacities to spatially represent and imagine the
physical and social world will be key to understanding what democracy and citizenship might
mean in the 21°' Century. The question of scale and the multiple layers of spatial engagement
people have with the world needs to be considered, as does the changing set of tools we have
available in the development of mapping literacy. Mapping literacy will be a critical
component of the kinds of communicative practices needed in the building of a socially just
and ecologically sustainable way of life. These are just some of the questions of this large
agenda that this presentation will bring to the floor of the conference for discussion. To limit
the task somewhat the presentation will focus on the development of mapping literacy in
children and young people.

Roger Hart is Professor of Environmental and Developmental Psychology in the Ph.D.
Psychology Program of the Graduate School of the City University of New York and Co-
Director of the Children's Environments Research Group. He earned a B.A. in Geography
from Hull University in England and a Ph.D. from Clark University in Massachusetts. While
at Clark he became interested in the geography of children and children’s geographies and
worked hard to assimilate what psychology had to say of relevance. He moved to New York
where he founded the Children’s Environments Research Group and the journal Children’s
Environments (now Children, Youth and Environment). Much of his work continues to focus
on children's relationship with physical environments and he collaborates closely with
planners, architects, landscape architects, environmental educators and environmental policy-
makers. In the past fifteen years he has also been more broadly concerned with building
theory and practice on children’s democratic development and community governance and on
the participation of young people in articulating their concerns. He has continued to work with
low-income communities in New York City while collaborating on research related to
children’s rights in many countries with UNICEF and the Save the Children Alliance.

Jon Smidt, Professor Ser-Trondelag University College

Title of presentation: FINDING VOICES, NEGOTIATING IDENTITIES. STANDARD
LANGUAGE EDUCATION AS SOCIAL CONTEXT FOR REWRITING AND
RESTAGING STORIES ABOUT WORLD AND SELF.

Abstract: What curriculum is needed to make students active participants in their societies
and contributors to changing cultures? What are the “basic competencies’ needed in our
time? How can students learn to use available communicative resources in new ways for new
purposes? Starting from a discussion of the aims and goals for the school subject
“Norwegian” in Norway, this lecture discusses how standard language education can
become a site for the development of critical literacies.




Jon Smidt is Professor of Norwegian in Teacher Education at Ser-Trendelag University
College, Trondheim. His main research fields are the reading of and use of literature in
Standard Language Education, and writing and the development of discoursal identities in
school writing in many school subjects. At present he is in charge of a research project
examining the use of writing in several school subjects from kindergarten classes to upper
secondary school (SKRIV). Among his recent publications are Sjangrer og stemmer i
norskrommet [Genres and voices in the “Norwegian room”] (2004), and A skrive i alle fag
[Writing in all subjects] (2008), coedited with Rutt Treite Lorentzen.

Anna-Lena Ostern, Professor of arts education, Programme for teacher education,
Norwegian University of technology and Science

Title of presentation: WORDS INTO WORLDS THROUGH AESTHETIC APPROACHES
TO LEARNING

Abstract: To be able to read the world is one interpretation of the concept literacy, which is
relevant in a discussion about the importance of aesthetic approaches to learning. To be able
to read the world includes a perspective on character formation where aesthetical and ethical
thinking are linked. In this key note the focus is on learning processes where multimodal
literacy is developed through work in art forms in order to support cultural learning. I discuss
what teaching at an aesthetic level could imply, what an aesthetic doubling is and how
aesthetics and ethics are combined in eco pedagogical thinking. Examples from processes
where words are made to worlds through work with fictive transformations show that it is
possible to read and imagine the world different.

Anna-Lena Ostern is professor of arts education at Programme for Teacher Education,
Norwegian University of Technology and Science, Trondheim. She is also connected to
Faculty of Education, Abo Akademi University in Finland as visiting professor of Swedish
language and literature education.

She has initiated several research projects where language and literacy, communication and
aesthetic learning processes are focused (Bilingualism and linguistic awareness; Children’s
encounter with school; Language and communication in times of tension; The magic machine
of language — artistic learning processes in mother tongue and literature.) She is now engaged
in a research project called Forms of knowledge in aesthetic practices.

She was awarded The Institute for Reading Research Fellowship Award in 1993.

INVITED PARTICIPANTS TO PANEL DISCUSSION CONCERNING
COSMOPOLITAN EDUCATION

Peter Kemp, Professor University of Aarhus

Peter Kemp is a distinguished professor at the Danish School of Education - University of
Aarhus, retired in 2007. He has been awarded a doctorate in theology 1973 from the
University of Copenhagen and ph.d. in philosophy 1991 form the University of Gothenburg.
From 1971 he was attached to the University of Copenhagen as lecturer and professor, from
2001 as a professor at the Danish University of Education, Copenhagen, which in 2007
became a part of University of Aarhus. Previous to his doctorate in Theology he absolved
studies abroad, in Strasbourg, Paris, Heidelberg, Munich and Tiibingen. Since 1973 he has
lectured in Europe, USA, Canada, South-America, Africa, Australia and Asia and been
invited to numerous conferences abroad. From 1987-88 he was Waerner-professor at the
University of Gothenburg. January 1989 and May 1990 guest professor at the Institute of
Technology and Society , Vienna University of Technology. He has been at the board of
numerous international institutions of philosophy and is at the present president of FISP
(Fédération Internationale des Sociétés de Philosophie), which organizes the world congresses
of Philosophy, the latest in Seoul, Korea in July-August 2008. He publishes in Danish,
Swedish, Norwegian, French, English, Spanish and German. The last years he studied
question about cosmopolitan education and published amongst others the book
Verdensborgeren som padagogisk ideal, 2005 (The Cosmopolitan as Ideal of Education).

David Rasmussen, Professor Boston College

David Rasmussen is a distinguished professor at the Department of Philosophy, Boston
College. He has been awarded a PHD from the University of Chicago in 1968 and has been
attached to Boston College since 1967, tenured 1970 and full professor since 1976.

After his PHD he has been in Germany numerous times for studies in Munich, Frankfurt am
Main, Bonn, Berlin, and been visiting professor and guest professor throughout Europe,
especially Germany and Italy, and in USA. He holds numerous positions as board member or
director in several national and international academic institutions, amongst others founder
and editor-in-chief of the journal, Philosophy and Social Criticism. He has published vastly,
especially within Critical Theory and within political philosophy. Some of his work is
translated into French and Japanese. In recent years he has together with James Swindal
edited and written introductions to a series of volumes on Habermas and four volumes on
Critical Theory: Historical Perspectives, Vol. I, Theoretical Foundations, Vol. II, Ethics and
Politics, Vol. III, and The Future of Critical Theory ,Vol. IV, all 2003.

Tone Kvernbekk, Professor University of Oslo,

Tone Kvernbekk is a distinguished professor of philosophy of education at the Institute of
Educational Research, University of Oslo, where she teaches philosophy of science at Master
and Doctoral levels. She received her PHD in 1995 from the University of Oslo. Her
dissertation was awarded His Majesty the King's gold medal. For the past few years she has
also been a Guest Professor at the Norwegian Defence Staff and Command College and holds
central appointments in several international academic organizations. Her academic work can
mainly be characterized as epistemology and philosophy of science applied to various




problems and topics in educational theorizing; including forms of educational theory, the
theory-practice problem, and more recently the concept of practice. In recent years she has
been working with the configuration, uses and abuses of narrative and narrative research in
education; again from a philosophical (mainly epistemological) perspective. Among other
things she has tackled such topics as effects of hindsight on the configuration of narrative, the
explanatory power of narrative, and narrative truth. Amongst her later publications are: “On
the argumentative quality of explanatory narratives” (2003), “On identifying narratives”

(2003), and “Truth matters. The correspondence theory of truth meets an educational theory”
(2007).

Literacy and Social Inequality (3 ECTS credits)

Literacy and social inequality are tightly interwoven. Variation in knowledge and competencies in
reading, writing and communication, represents a major source for inequalities in living conditions,
educational attainment, cultural capital and participation in various social fields.

PREPARING FOR YOUR CONTRIBUTION

CHAIRS

As chair you are asked to be present in your session room at least 10 minutes prior to the
session. It is important that the sessions stay on schedule so that those who want to hear a
specific presentation will know when to meet. It is thus vital that all speakers observe their
allocation of time and that the order of presentations given in the program is adhered to. If a
presentation is cancelled you may either use the time for a general discussion or take a break.

PAPER SESSIONS

Paper sessions will consist of presentations and discussions of prepared papers that focus on
an ongoing or completed research project. Each presentation in the paper sessions is allotted
20-30 minutes, including questions and/or a short discussion. 3-4 different papers will be
presented at each parallel session. A chairperson will take care of time and manage
discussion. Some networks with many presentations are scheduled to hold parallel paper
sessions, which in the program are marked A and B. The presenter/author is expected to bring
paper copies of their paper for distribution to the session, or in other ways make the
presentation available.

SYMPOSIA

A symposium session builds on a theme and is proposed and planned by a symposium
organizer. The papers here thus focus on a common theme. A symposium has a chair (often
the organizer) and one or more discussants, who have read the papers in advance. 90 minutes
will be allocated for each session. Some symposia will run over more than one session. The
symposium coordinator will decide how the symposium is to be organized and the time
allotment for each presentation.

ROUND TABLE SESSIONS

A round table session is a forum that is organized to the presentation and discussion of
research ideas/plans or work in progress, and in which participants can be engaged in various
ways. A roundtable session is a forum for the presentation and discussion of developmental
work and research plans. Roundtable sessions are intended for focused discussions in small
groups of research in progress, practitioner experiences, educational improvement initiatives
and issues in institutional effectiveness and improvement. Presenters are asked to keep to their
scheduled time.

WORKSHOPS

Workshops are intended to be interactive sessions at which researchers, practitioners or
policymakers present a theme. Normally one hour will be scheduled for a workshop and




presenters will be asked to manage/chair their session. A workshop can also be combined with
a paper into one 90 minute session. Presenters are asked to keep to their scheduled time.
